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Notice to Electrical Trades Union of Employees Queensland (‘ETUQ’) Members

As State Secretary, I give notice to ETUQ Members of the State Executive’s having resolved to make an application for amalgamation of the ETUQ with the Australian Federated Union of Locomotive Employees, Queensland Union of Employees (‘AFULEQ’), and having resolved to make an application to seek an exemption from participating in the amalgamation ballot on the basis that the number of Members of the AFULEQ that could become Members of the proposed amalgamated organisation will not be more than 25% of the number of Members of the ETUQ at the time the applications for amalgamation and exemption are filed:
‘The State Executive resolves that:

1.
The Electrical Trades Union of Employees Queensland (‘ETUQ’) amalgamate with the Australian Federated Union of Locomotive Employees, Queensland Union of Employees (the ‘AFULEQ’);

2.
the ETUQ be the host industrial organisation for the purposes of the amalgamation;

3. 
the AFULEQ be deregistered in the proposed amalgamation;

4.
the State Secretary be authorised to:

a) make application for amalgamation to the Queensland Industrial Relations Commission (‘QIRC’); 

b) meet the legal requirements; 

c) make application for exemption from ballot of members of the ETUQ on the basis that the number of members of the AFULEQ are less than 25% of the number of members of the ETUQ; 

d) make application for a community of interest declaration; 

e) provide notice to the members, in accordance with the requirements of the Act of the application for the holding of an amalgamation ballot; 

f) provide notice to the members, in accordance with the requirements of the Act of the application for exemption from the holding of an amalgamation ballot; 

g) give other notices as may be required by the Act or the ETUQ rules; and

h) make other applications, either as the ETUQ or jointly with the AFULEQ, as the State Secretary considers are necessary and appropriate to effect amalgamation;

5.
the name, ‘ The Electrical Trades Union of Employees Queensland’ be retained as the name of the proposed amalgamated industrial organisation; 

6.
the ETUQ amend its eligibility rule to include the present eligibility rules of the AFULEQ; 

7.
the ETUQ amend its registered callings to include the present registered callings of the AFULEQ; 

8.
amendment is made to the ETUQ rules necessary to provide for representing all members of the proposed amalgamated industrial organisation;

9.
amendment is made to the ETUQ rules to provide for the scheme of amalgamation, transition of members, officers, workplace representatives, life members, honorary members and associate members into the proposed amalgamated industrial organisation;

10.
amendment is made to the ETUQ rules necessary to comply with the Industrial Relations Act 1999 (Qld);

11.
the rules reflecting the proposed amalgamation, and annexed as Attachment 1, be adopted as the rules of the proposed amalgamated industrial organisation;

12.
the Scheme of Amalgamation, annexed as Attachment 2, be adopted by the ETUQ as the scheme for the proposed amalgamation with the AFULEQ;

13.
the Outline of the Scheme of Amalgamation, annexed as Attachment 3, be adopted by the ETUQ as the scheme for the proposed amalgamation with the AFULEQ;

14.
the ‘Yes’ statement annexed as Attachment 4 in support of the proposed amalgamation be adopted;

15.
the State Executive of the ETUQ, being the committee of management of the ETUQ, resolves that the ETUQ use its financial and other resources in support of the proposed amalgamation with the AFULEQ;

16. the ETUQ will receive on behalf of the ETUQ and the AFULEQ service of documents in connection with the proposed amalgamation.
a. A Member of the ETUQ may object in accordance with regulation 74 of the Industrial Relations Regulation 2011 to the application for amalgamation; and

b. A Member of the ETUQ seeking a copy of an attachment to the resolution is directed to the ETUQ’s website or may request a copy of the attachment from the State Secretary.
